UPSTAGE PLAYERS Rehearsal Policies and Guidelines

1. lunderstand that attendance will be taken at every rehearsal (once at the door and once when the children enter the rehearsal
room).

2. lunderstand the 222 policy: 2 absences, 2 tardies, or 2 early dismissals will result my child being re-casted or dismissal from the
show.

3. lunderstand that a parent/guardian/designated adult must sign my child in and out.
I understand that UpStage Players will not be responsible for any electronics or other personal items that are lost during the
rehearsal and performance periods (we encourage everyone to leave all valuable items at home).

5. lunderstand that if my child misses a rehearsal it will be his/her responsibility to contact the director and prospective dance
captains and/or the choreographer to find out what was missed.

6. lunderstand that if my child is cast as an understudy he/she will be required to attend all rehearsals of which the characters that
they are understudying are called.

7. lunderstand that all rehearsals are closed rehearsals and that | must not enter the rehearsal room for any reason. | understand
that | must pick my child up at the accordion door in the pink room at the dismissal time listed on the rehearsal schedule.

8. lunderstand that if a child leaves the rehearsal space without notifying an UpStage Players staff member, this behavior will be
grounds for dismissal from the show.

9. lunderstand that it is expected that my child is to be respectful to UpStage Players staff, adults, and each other. Failure to do so
will result in dismissal from the show.
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
